WE ALL TRUST SOMETHING AND/OR SOMEONE
• We trust our bosses to pay us at the end of the week

• We trust our judicial system to be fair

• We trust our gas gauges to keep us from running out of
gas in our cars

• We trust the chairs we sit in to hold us up

• We trust some things absolutely and trust some things in
degree.

We all are affected by the things we trust.  Trust displaces
worry and fear.

FAITH IS LOGICAL
We place a measure of trust in someone according to their love,
honesty, and ability.

“Faith” – 2 times in the Old Testament, 229 times in the Old Testament

“By faith” – 37 times in the New Testament

“Through faith” – 15 times in the New Testament

& Faith says “I can” – Phil. 4:13

o Lack of faith says “I can’t” – Ex. 4:1, 10

& Faith says “I will” – Isa. 6:8

o Lack of faith says “I won’t” – Acts 10:14

& Faith says “I will do it now” – Gen. 22:1-3

o Lack of faith says “I will do it later” – Gen. 11:32-12:1; Luke
9:59-62

& Faith says “I will not fear” – Psalm 27:1
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o Lack of faith says “I’m afraid” – John 6:19

2 Corinthians 5:7 – “For we walk by faith,
not by sight”

Those not saved live by the world’s
standards: Eph. 2:2

Those saved live by faith: Gal. 2:20

“I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who live, but Christ
lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son
of God, who loved me and gave Himself up for me.”
