Romans 10:17 — “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.”

PAGAN: Worshipper of false gods; pertaining to the worship or worshipers of any religion that is neither Christian,
Jewish, nor Muslim

ATHEIST: A person who denies or disbelieves the existence of a supreme being or beings

APATHETIC: not interested or concerned; indifferent or unresponsive

It is important to be a good listener. Often, there has been a situation in a person’s life that has contributed to
their beliefs. The more you know about this person, the better equipped you will be to offer the proper scriptures.

Without being argumentative or aggressive, engage the person in an open conversation about their sins, the penalty of
sins, the love of God, etc. (Isaiah 1:18) Avoid using human reasoning. Use the scriptures so the Lord can reason with
them. John 16:7-8; John 17:17; 1 Thessalonians 2:13
